Prevention education presentations to over  13,651 children on topics such as sexual assault, sexual harassment, bullying, the six pillars of character and developing healthy relationships. Educational presentations on parenting skills, anger management, domestic violence and bullying prevention to 864 adults 


Assistance was provided to victims and families of child abuse, sexual assault and neglect cases in 3 counties; Calhoun, Goliad, and Victoria – 111 children received a forensic interview.


Counseling was provided to 63 children.


2375 individuals were assisted through phone calls to our hotline and/or the center.
